February 25 

Every weekend, as we gather 
for worship, we celebrate the life, 
death, and resurrection of our 
Lord, Jesus Christ.  The Holy 
Spirit gathers us to receive again 
and again the gifts of God that 
come to us through God’s Word 
and Sacraments.  On several key 
days at the center of the church 
year, however, our worship holds 
a particularly extraordinary signifi-
cance – Ash Wednesday is one 
such day!  Ash Wednesday is a 
solemn day of prayer that begins 
the season of Lent.  On this day, 
we may receive the sign of ashes 
hearing the words,  Remember 
that you are dust and to dust you 

shall return.  This ancient symbol 
of repentance reminds us clearly 
of our mortality and total depend-
ency on God.  Centering our-
selves in God’s mercy and grace, 
marked with the cross of Christ, 
we journey through Lent anx-
iously anticipating the joyful cele-
bration of Easter, our spiritual re-
birth!

Each Wednesday evening 
during Lent, persons are invited 
to come to the Gathering Place 
from 6:30 to 8 p.m. for Soup, 
Study, and Worship.  We will 
gather at 6:30 for a time of fel-
lowship and sharing a simple 
meal of bread and homemade 
soup (usually somebody brings 
dessert too).  At 7 p.m., we will 
begin our discussion to be fed 
with the food of spiritual prom-
ises found in God’s Word.  The 
evening will conclude at      
7:30 p.m. with a short worship 
service in the chapel.  This 
year’s theme is entitled, Bread 
and Soup from God.  For five 

Wednesday evenings, we will 
study the following biblical 
personalities: 

March 4 – Jacob and  
Lentil Stew 

March 11 – Moses and 
Vegetable Soup 

March 18 – Joshua and 
Chicken Soup

Many thanks to all members for their gen-
erous donations to this year’s Ingathering. 
This is a Mission District project that provides 
holiday gifts for residents in various institutions 
in our area.  St. John’s came through again 
with a bountiful collection of monetary dona-
tions, wrapped gifts, and many of the smaller 
suggested items for the stockings.  Special 
thanks to Mary Jane Kauffman for coordinat-
ing this activity in our congregation each year.

On Wednesday, December 3, the Ingather-
ing was held at St. John’s Lutheran church, 
Emmaus.
